The content is the maximum allowed at each level, as the classes progress the list shows what manoeuvers may be added.

This is only an aide-memoire and should be read in conjunction with the G Regulations.
The basis of a Heelwork test is a combination of straight lines and turns (Introductory Class excepted).
Judges may include circles and/or arcs as detailed in the table below
